REFRESH YOUR FIRST AID SKILLS IN SEPTEMBER
Public – Events and First Aid
First Aid at Public Events, Sporting Competitions, Rallies and Gatherings 

When planning an event it is very important to have the correct skill level of those providing your First Aid cover.  This should be identified by your own events risk assessment and should take into account the requirements of any governing body, ie sporting events in particular will be subject to their sport related governing body. 

Emergency Planning and Management

When planning an event it is of paramount importance that all emergency plans and procedures are in place.  Leading up to the event your events team must be briefed on the measures needed for your event to ensure provision of the correct levels of Medical Cover during the event.

First Aid

This is the most basic cover and will normally be adequate for most low risk events.  This cover will provide basic treatment and basic life support skills including defibrillation (AED).

Ambulance Aid 

This cover will provide a vehicle 4x4 / Ambulance.  The staff manning these vehicles must be trained in the use of the equipment on the vehicle. 

Paramedic Cover

If you require Paramedic cover this must be provided by a Paramedic registered with the HPC.  The Paramedic will provide all of the additional equipment required for this level of cover. 

Remember, when planning your event you should always plan for the additional costs that provision of these services will incur.
